The University of Lúrio in Mozambique has implemented an optometry training program in 
partnership with the International Centre for Eyecare Education (ICEE) www.icee.org and 
Dublin Institute of Technology (DIT), in February 2009.  This mainly Portuguese-medium 
training program will serve to meet the human resource needs for optometric service 
delivery in a vast country with significant resource challenges.   
 
Interested candidates should be degree qualified (minimum Bachelor’s degree in 
Optometry), able to speak Portuguese and have a keen interest in academia preferably 
with previous undergraduate teaching experience.  All teaching materials will be provided 
by ICEE.    
 
We are currently recruiting for 2 positions.  In these posts, responsibilities will include 
lecturing, clinical work and supervision and/or overall program coordination.
