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In a visit to an ICEE eye care education course at the
Vietnam National Institute of Ophthalmology in Hanoi, the
Honourable Bob McMullan MP, Australian Parliamentary
Secretary for International Development Assistance,
experienced first hand the important work of ICEE.

Thereisashortage of refractive servicesinVietnam. Up until
2008, only one regular refraction training course in Ho Chi
Minh City was available to provide eye care professionals
with the skills necessary to offer the service.

During the visit Mr McMullan discussed with local trainees
the Australian Government’s Avoidable Blindness Initiative
(ABI). The initiative, inwhich ICEE is an active participant, is
an important programme that aims to eliminate avoidable
blindness in the region.

Mr McMullan expressed how lessons learned will enable
eye care services to extend into many other regions and
emphasised the significance of providing appropriate eye
care training to help combat the escalating numbers of
those suffering from vision impairment.

At the World Congress on Refractive Error and
Service Development, leaders in the optometric
and development fields wil meet to define
global eye care priorties. This  will include
adapting inferventions to suit those countries in
most need. Affentfion will also focus on broader
strafegies to achieve sustainable, integrated
solutions that transcend the boundaries of eye
care and encompass social, political and
economic solution.

Current progress to increase eye care delivery
services in developing regions falls significantly
short of the global need. The World Congress in
South Africa will address the inequality by exploring
the theme Vision Correction; Broadening the
Development Agenda.

In 2007, at the Inaugural World Congress on
Refractive  Eror and Service Development,
participants took crucial steps towards developing
a global solution o eliminate avoidable blindness
in developing communities. Advancements have
been made but more work needs to be done to
address this significant public health issue.
